 The Music Curriculum at St. Peter’s

Our provison in Extra –Curricular Music
In addition to our weekly curriculum music lessons, we also provide a number of additional tuition options for pupils, also delivered by specialist teachers. 
One-to-one provision
Mrs Boardman – (our Specialist Music Teacher) provides one to one tuition for the voice and keyboard after the school day..
BMA Music work in school to deliver weekly one to one peripatetic music tuition in Piano and Guitar. These lessons are open to children in KS2 from the autumn term and are extended to Y2 children in the summer term. BMA Music provide the instruments for the lessons. Parents pay for the lessons and there is provision in place for PP children to have subsidised lessons. 
Small ensemble provision.
Rocksteady – provide ensemble rock band tuition on a weekly basis. Children have lessons as a band, name their own bands and perform in their band in a concert for parents and pupils once a term. The options are voice (singer/s in the band), electric guitar, electric bass guitar, keyboard(s) and drums. Bands typically have between 5-6 members. This is open to all children in KS1 and KS2. Children choose their instrument and the bands are therefore mixed ages and abilities. The instruments are all provided by Rocksteady. Parents pay a monthly fee for lessons but there are bursary places available and PP options too.
Large ensemble provision
We have a junior choir that meet on a weekly basis after school in the main hall. We currently have 50 children in this choir. The choir performs songs for the school and has contributed to services in the church connected to our school. The choir takes part in competitions too, both in the local community and county wide. Last year we got through to the finals of ‘The Last Choir Singing’ competition and performed to a panel of professionals and an audience in King George’s Hall,  Blackburn. We have already entered for the coming year. Our choir likes to learn harmonies and we incorporate these into many of the songs that we learn to sing, not just for competitions. We like to learn a range of songs from different decades, genres and from different cultures, even learning new languages to do so!
Children from Y2 are encouraged to join the choir from the summer term onwards.
There isn’t a cost to the weekly choir sessions for pupils but there are some costs linked to competitions such as coach transport and tickets for parents.
There is also a cost for the specialist music teacher at choir rehearsals. 
Musical Experiences
In addition to weekly lessons, peripatetic tuition and competitions there are many other opportunities to experience music at school. 
Every week we have ‘Praise Worship’ for EYFS/KS1 and KS2 where we celebrate with songs of worship. Sometimes the choir will perform songs if they have a religious content.
During our usual worship time we sing hymns and songs (traditional and modern) as a whole school.
Each year we have a range of concert and performances which include opportunities for music to be performed and experienced. 
EYFS have their Christmas Singalong in the hall and perform to the school and their families.
EYFS also have their own world instruments and outdoor instruments in their outdoor learning areas where they can choose to explore sounds and rhythms as part of their learning journeys.
KS1 learn many songs for their Nativity each year. 
KS2 learn songs for the Christingle Service in church. 
KS2 (Y6) learn songs as part of their Y6 Production in the summer term.
Most weeks of the year a class goes to church to join with the congregation in the Eucharist service on a Wednesday morning. Each class chooses a song special to them and perform it during communion. 
When each class takes turns to lead worship they often learn songs linked to their theme in order to get a message across. Sometimes these songs have sign language actions to accompany them.
Upcoming competitions
We are taking part in two competitions this uear – one in February – for a choir and a duet as part of a local initiative in Chorley. 
We are also entering the Last Choir Singing Competition as part of a Lancashire wide initiative. The heats for this take place in March, the finals are in the summer.
We have a wide range of instruments in school, including class sets of glockenspiels, keyboards and ukuleles and percussion to support productions and singing. We also have class sets of ipads with Garage Band on so that children can learn to compose music digitally too. 
We have a traditional upright piano in school along with a new electric piano. 
In the future……..
We are hoping to increase the number of live music events that take place in school along with opportunities to experience live music in other venues. We have established a link with the music department of a local high school and hope to develop that link in order to bring some collaborative opportunities for the children and to develop skills of children who may be further advanced in their musical journey. As a school we would also love to promote our own  fabulous stage and sound system within our local community to bring further opportunities for the children to partake in and experience an ever wider range of performers and musical genres. 
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
