They are proud of their achievements, taking ownership of their learning, enjoying challenges set and continue to build their resilience.

Think Critically
Children show confidence when sharing new ideas with others and enjoy investigating. They are able to reflect on what they have done and make changes when necessary. They enjoy new challenges and seek them out to enhance their learning. They are focussed and flexible in their approach and are able to use previous experiences to support new learning. They draw on their experiences to solve problems and reach conclusions.
