St Peter’s Dress Code for Pupils
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All children are asked to wear the school uniform.  This not only looks smart and helps all children to feel part of the same school family, but it also helps to foster a positive working ethos.  
 
The school uniform consists of: 
· Grey skirt, grey shorts or grey school trousers (tailored)
· White polo shirt or shirt
· Red sweatshirt/cardigan with or without the school logo
· Summer: Red white/check dress

FOOTWEAR 
Children should wear black low heeled school shoes. Trainers are not allowed in school (except for P.E lessons.)

 Please note:
· Children must not wear jogging bottoms, leggings, jeans or fashion trousers 
·  Boots should not be worn inside school.  During severe rain or snow, boots or wellingtons may be worn, but changed on entry into school as the corridors can become dangerously slippery 
· We request that pupils with long hair have it tied back. This not only looks smarter but reduces the risk of damage to long hair. 
 
PE KIT 
· Black shorts 
· White t-shirt 
· Trainers (Not plimsolls) – Gymnastics and Dance are taught barefoot
· Plain black Jogging bottoms or black leggings may be worn for outdoor PE lessons in colder weather along with their school jumper or cardigan 
Please note:
Fashion jumpers, hoodies or other items of clothing which is not listed above will not be allowed to be worn during P.E lessons.

 
Year 5 pupils need swimwear to take part in the L.E.A. swimming programme each year. Girls should wear a one piece swim suit and boys wear trunks for this activity. 

The school adopts the “Safe Practice in P.E. and Sport” guidance. Sections 3.5.44 to 3.5.65 make it very clear what the health and safety in sport requirements are with regards to the wearing of footwear, clothing and jewellery within P.E. lessons.  With the nature of primary age pupils at playtime being often very active and physical, we believe these guidelines to be appropriate for playtimes. 
 
JEWELLERY 
Personal effects, such as jewellery, large hair decorations and so forth should not be worn to establish a safe working environment.  This includes earrings and necklaces which are not permitted in school.
 
CLOTHING FOR RELIGIOUS or HEALTH and SAFETY REASONS 
Female pupils of the muslim faith may wear head scarves. However these should be close fitting to the head and pinned with safety pins during P.E. lessons to prevent lose fabric being caught in physical activity. Children should be able to manage this for themselves. Medical-aid wristbands or items to be worn around the neck as per the recommendation of the school health team are permitted. However these must be part of the care plan for a child and negotiated through the school health team. They must always be worn with a break free strap. 
 
HAIR STYLING 
Pupils should have natural hair colouring which is smartly worn such as long hair tied back and no areas shaved with tramlines or decorative features. Headbands should be plain and of school colours (i.e. red).   
 
LABELLING
 It is recommended that all uniform and PE kit is clearly labelled.
