Case Studies
Y1
Entered Y1 below average. Received ‘Talk Boost’, Nurture group, precision teaching, IDL, writing group support led by teacher, lots of personal conversation and confidence boosting daily interaction between a supportive classteacher and TA, excellent writing displayed on ‘Wow’ writing website which was celebrated by her family, all contributed to super progress achieving ARE despite previous low attainment in YR. Daily maths interventions for confidence boosting – timely and daily to correct any misconceptions.
Achieved outstanding on PEP report.

Y3
Progress has remained secure despite severe family issues centred around his sibling who has become violent and abusive to all members of the family. Family has always been on CAF support with regular monitoring. Family Support Officer is heavily involved with this family; supporting out of hours and during major disputes which have involved social services and the police. His sibling now attends Golden Hill school due to violent behaviours. 
Has received nurture support from our Learning Mentor, given time to discuss in a safe and supportive environment. School has provided the safety net that his homelife has severely affected. He has received intervention for literacy from his teacher, constant support in class from TA and teachers, and despite often appearing depressed and carrying a heavy load, he is actively involved in his school family and is currently ARE in all areas. He responds so well to his teachers and enjoys the stability of his education.

Year R
Entered reception developing 30-50 months in all areas apart from self- confidence and self- awareness (22-36 months). Cried everyday at first. Received lots of praise, and PSED intervention group. Focused time also with teacher 1:1 to increase confidence with growth mindset. By Aut 2, entering 40-60 months. He receives extra 1:1 reading and in writing with teacher. ‘Talk Boost’ has made great impact on confidence and ability to speak in groups but now full class. Writing portfolio shows excellent progress. Spring 2, is developing in all areas and secure in reading. He is on track to exceeding in reading and making good progress throughout.

 Year 4. 
Was ARE in Maths from Y3. She is now predicted Y5E by end of year. Has been targeted with PP time working with the class teacher and specifically in guided reasoning sessions at mastery level. She is now targeted as AGT in maths and will represent school at the Albany High School AGT maths competition. Has type 1 diabetes. She has a diabetic pump, newly fitted, which requires lots of TA, SENDSCO, FSO and teacher support. Mr Holmes is also trained. It’s temperamental at present and when alarm sounds, needs constant adult supervision and retesting every 15 minutes. Despite these medical issues, has been well supported and her academic progress has been immense. ARE in literacy and GD in maths – outperforming previous years.

Y6 ADHD
Receives daily medication- slow releasing – without which affects behaviour and attitude is severely hampered. However, since coming to our school, she has flourished and settled emotionally with peers and adults – a problem at her previous school. With teacher understanding and TA support,  has controlled her outlook. She has excelled in her writing and is already secure Y6, targeted GD. In reading she is targeted to get GD and ARE in maths – all of which would show accelerated progress. Her previous school did not realise her potential due to severe behaviour issues; she has received extra writing HA level support, constant TA support in class to keep her on task especially in maths. Her experience at Robinwood (subsidised by school) was a joy to see; normally loud and domineering, she was a great leader, proactive and so supportive of all her peers. Her behaviour was exceptional and her relationships with her classteacher and TA greatly improved everyone’s experience of one another. She will now work in class and is proving her potential especially in social boundaries and responsibilities.
