Dear Family and Friends,
Welcome to Year 6! We hope you have had a lovely summer and the children were excited to return to school. Year 6 is here! We are sure many of you are wondering how they have reached Year 6 so quickly – time has flown by! This will be a busy year and I hope the children have a fantastic last year here at St Peter’s.

We wanted to share with you the members of staff who will be in Year 6 this year. Miss Heaton and Mrs Boardman are our fantastic Teaching Assistants and will be in Oak every day. Mrs Tillotson and Miss Stephens will be the class teachers in Year 6 this year.
The children have settled brilliantly into this new system and are working hard already. Well done everyone!
Reading in Year 6
Reading will be a huge focus in Year 6 and we do expect that children read every night (even if it is a page on those busy evenings).  All children will be expected to read at home regularly and their reading books and records must be brought in every day. Your child will read every day in school and will work daily in groups to develop their reading skills. Each week your child will have a guided reading session in school.

Spellings will be given on a Monday and must be learnt for the following week as part of their homework. All children have been given a spelling log and these must be brought home so that spellings can be learnt and it must be signed by an adult each week. Spelling is an important part of reaching the high Year 6 standard and continued support with this will help greatly. 
Mathematics in Year 6
Times tables and important maths facts will be a daily focus in class. However, home learning of these key facts is essential and will have a HUGE impact on their progress. Please help your child to learn these at home. Children will be given their homework on a Friday. It must be returned by Wednesday the following week.

PE 

P.E. sessions are on Tuesdays and Thursdays this term. Children should come to school in their PE kits on these days. 
Plain black shorts or leggings. Plain white t-shirt and trainers. Children can wear their school jumper, school hoody or cardigan. 

Revision Guides
Revision guides to support the key skills in Year 6 are available to buy on Parent pay. This will be open until October half term and once the payment closes I will order the books. Homework will be set from these books each week.
